Please Note:  All Grade 9 students will be writing the English Language Proficiency Assessment this year.  The focus first semester will be on preparing you to write the ELPA in January 2018. The ELPA is a requirement for graduation; therefore, there will be a strong focus on reading comprehension throughout first semester.

●  Assignments that you did not have time to complete in class (when necessary) 

Evaluation and assessments will be conducted in a variety of ways, including quizzes, tests, essays, projects, and presentations. Students will be marked for work done in class and on assignments to be completed at home. The English Language Proficiency Assessment will be written in January and a final exam will be written in June. Marks will be calculated as follows:
